2008 LAYSB Annual Award Recipients Chosen 
The Youth Service Bureau is pleased to announce Bea Zaruba and Cina Dean have been 
selected to receive the 2008 On Behalf of Youth Awards. The On Behalf of Youth Awards are 
given annually to one area adult and one youth in recognition of a passion for the well-being of 
youth and service to our community.  The James Trudeau Law Enforcement Award is given to 
a law enforcement officer for exemplary service to local youth. 

Deputy Pete Godfrey Deputy Pete Godfrey works for the Washington 
County Sheriff’s Department and is one of those rare people you meet in 
life that you know you'll always remember.  While he comes across as 
tough, underneath it all Deputy Godfrey has a heart of gold, especially for 
youth. When asked why he has such a heart for youth he said, "I can  
identify with kids in tough situations.  I think I just know how to speak to 
them on their level too, you know, talk to 'em not at 'em." A good example 

of how Deputy Godfrey started to set a positive tone with the youth of Hugo came on one of 
his first patrols.  He got out of his car at a local park to shoot baskets with some of the 
kids.  "Right away they got defensive and said they didn't do anything wrong.  I told them I 
knew that, I just wanted to shoot some hoops." Godfrey gets to know the neighborhood 
youth.  He learns their stories and cares about what they are doing to affect their futures.  We 
are lucky to have such a good officer working in our county. 

Bea Zaruba Bea has supported the youth in our community for many 
years.  She has taught Sunday school at the Wyoming United Methodist 
church, worked with the youth group there, and is involved with the Joy 
Bells Program.  Bea is a member of the Board of Directors at Lakes Area 
Youth Service Bureau where she also volunteers on Community  
Panels.  She volunteers at Fairview Lakes Assisted Living Facility,  
mentors at Wyoming Elementary and teaches youth in the school district 

about banking.  Bea has always been committed to those in need and her focus on children 
and the elderly are only highlights of her service! After a recent phone conversation with Bea, 
Kari Lyn Stevens-Wampler, Youth & Family Counselor at LAYSB said, “She is such a beautiful 
human being!  What a gift she is to our community!” 

Cina Dean Cina is a 10th grader at Forest Lake High School.  She has been a  
member of LAYSB’s Forest Lake Youth Advisory Board for over a year and as soon 
as she became a member, took a leadership role in their Tobacco Free Parks  
project which lasted 14 months.  The younger kids look to her to get ideas and 
trusted her to speak for the group at the City Council meetings.  Cina has also been 
involved with Catalyst- a movement based in MN working on healthy eating and  
fighting the tobacco industry.  In addition, Cina is actively involved in the Students 
Against Destructive Decisions (SADD) group at her school and cares deeply about 
LGBT rights.  Cina is involved in drama, orchestra & Spanish as well.  During the 
summers, Cina is a junior volunteer at St. Francis Regional Medical Center for  
patients there.
